b	Edge screen
c	Display (Touch panel)

The screen is curved on the both sides. Colors 
may look different depending on what angle you 
are looking at the curved screen.
The protective film attached on the display*1 at 
the time of purchase is intended to protect the 
display*1 until the product reaches the customer's 
hand.

*1	 A protective film (sample) is already attached to the 
display.

*2	 Do not cover with the sticker, etc., Functions may not 
work correctly.

*3	 The antenna is built into the product. Covering around 
the antenna by hand may affect calling quality / 
communication quality.

*4	 The product use it for both a receiver and a speaker. 
The volume will incrementally rise to the set volume 
so that loud sounds do not come out of the speaker in 
your ears after the speakerphone is switched to during 
calls, or after calls are finished.

*5	 Be careful to not cover over the mouthpiece/microphones 
(upper/lower) with your fingers, etc., while relevant 
functions are being used. In addition, do not insert the 
SIM card removal tool (sample) into the product since this 
might cause damage.

◎◎ The rear cover of the product cannot be removed. 
Forcibly attempting to remove the rear cover may 
cause damage or a fault. The battery is built-in to 
the product and you cannot remove it.
◎◎ To forcibly restart the product, refer to "Turning 
the Power on/off" (uP.21).
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Attaching/Detaching the Clear

•	 Make sure to and hold the product in your hand 
when attaching/detaching the Clear case (sample) 
so that the display does not get damaged. And be 
aware not to press the  (Side key) and volume key.

Your phone number, etc. is recorded on the au IC card.
The product is compliant with au Nano IC Card 04 
only.

◎◎ Since the au IC card might become faulty or get 
damaged when it is handled, be aware of the 
following.
-- Do not touch the IC (metallic) part of the au 
IC card.

-- Check that the card is inserted in the 
correct direction.

-- Do not use force to attach or remove.
◎◎ An error message will be displayed when the au 
IC card is not properly inserted, or if something is 
wrong with the au IC card.
◎◎ Do not lose the au IC card after it has been 
removed.
◎◎ Do not insert the au IC card to which a conversion 
adapter is attached. Doing so may cause a fault.
◎◎ The bundled SIM card removal tool (sample) is 
necessary to insert/eject the au IC card.
◎◎ Do not insert the bundled SIM card removal 
tool (sample) into any hole other than the tray 
eject hole. In addition, do not use it for any 
other purposes except for what is written in this 
manual.
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When au IC card is not inserted
When the au IC card is not inserted, the following 
operations are not available. Also, the  will be 
displayed.
•	 Making a call*/receiving a call
•	 Receiving/sending SMS
•	 Receiving/sending ＋メッセージ (+Message)
•	 Receiving/sending and initial settings of au-mail
•	 Setting up PIN code
•	 Checking the phone number and mail address of 

the product
Besides the above, some functions requiring your 
phone number might not be available.
*	 Emergency calls to 110 (Police), 119 (Fire department 

or ambulance service), 118 (Japan Coast Guard), are 
also not available. 
However, in the case of overseas, only emergency calls 
can be sent out (emergency numbers differ depending 
on countries.).

Attaching/Removing an au IC 
Card

Make sure to turn off the product beforehand when 
attaching/removing an au IC card.
If the Clear case (sample) is attached to the product, 
detach the Clear case (sample).

Attaching the au IC card

a	Insert the tip of the SIM card removal 
tool (sample) into the au IC card/
microSD memory card tray eject hole 
in a straight line
The au IC card/microSD memory card tray will 
slightly eject.
•	 Not inserting the tool in a straight line 

might result in damage or a fault.

b	Pull out the au IC card/microSD 
memory card tray in a straight line
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c	Place the IC (metallic) part of the au 
IC card face down on the au IC card/
microSD memory card tray
•	 Take care to note the direction of the notch.
•	 Make sure that the au IC card is fitted 

correctly in the au IC card/microSD memory 
card tray. If the au IC card is not fitted 
correctly, the card may get jammed in the 
product when you insert the tray.

a	Insert the tip of the SIM card removal 
tool (sample) into the au IC card/
microSD memory card tray eject hole 
in a straight line
The au IC card/microSD memory card tray will 
slightly eject.
•	 Not inserting the tool in a straight line 

might result in damage or a fault. 

b	Pull out the au IC card/microSD 
memory card tray in a straight line
•	 If you turn the au IC card/microSD memory 

card tray upside down, the au IC card may 
be falled.

c	Remove the au IC card from the au IC 
card/microSD memory card tray

d	Insert the au IC card/microSD memory 
card tray in a straight line all the way 
into the au IC card/microSD memory 
card slot as shown in the diagram
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Attaching/Removing a MicroSD 
Memory Card

Make sure to turn off the product beforehand when 
attaching/removing a microSD memory card.
If the Clear case (sample) is attached to the product, 
detach the Clear case (sample).
•	 Do not apply excess force when inserting/removing 

a microSD memory card.

Attaching a microSD memory card

a	Insert the tip of the SIM card removal 
tool (sample) into the au IC card/
microSD memory card tray eject hole in 
a straight line
The au IC card/microSD memory card tray will 
slightly eject.
•	 Not inserting the tool in a straight line 

might result in damage or a fault.

b	Pull out the au IC card/microSD 
memory card tray in a straight line
•	 If you turn the au IC card/microSD memory 

card tray upside down, the au IC card or the 
microSD memory card may be falled.
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c	Place the IC (metallic) part of the 
microSD memory card face down on 
the au IC card/microSD memory card 
tray
•	 Make sure that the microSD memory card 

is fitted correctly in the au IC card/microSD 
memory card tray. If the microSD memory 
card is not fitted correctly, the card may get 
jammed in the product when you insert the 
tray.

d	Insert the au IC card/microSD memory 
card tray in a straight line all the way 
into the au IC card/microSD memory 
card slot
•	 If you turn the au IC card/microSD memory 

card tray upside down, the au IC card or the 
microSD memory card may be falled.

◎◎ The microSD memory cards have distinguishable 
front and back/forward and backward orientations. 
If they are forcibly put in and can no longer be 
able to be removed, this might cause damage.
◎◎ For details on usable microSD memory cards, 
refer to "取扱説明書 詳細版(Full Instruction Manual)" 
(Japanese).
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Removing a microSD memory card

a	Insert the tip of the SIM card removal 
tool (sample) into the au IC card/
microSD memory card tray eject hole 
in a straight line 
The au IC card/microSD memory card tray will 
slightly eject.
•	 Not inserting the tool in a straight line 

might result in damage or a fault.

b	Pull out the au IC card/microSD 
memory card tray in a straight line
•	 If you turn the au IC card/microSD memory 

card tray upside down, the au IC card or the 
microSD memory card may be falled.

c	Remove the microSD memory card 
from the au IC card/microSD memory 
card tray

d	Insert the au IC card/microSD memory 
card tray in a straight line all the way 
into the au IC card/microSD memory 
card slot
•	 If you turn the au IC card/microSD memory 

card tray upside down, the au IC card or the 
microSD memory card may be falled.

◎◎ After using the product for a long time, the 
removed microSD memory card may be warm; this 
is normal.
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Charging
When you purchase your product, the internal battery 
is not fully charged. Be sure to charge the internal 
battery before use.

■■ How to plug USB Type-C plug
When charging with TypeC Common AC Adapter 02 
(sold separately)
Please insert straight in the external connection 
terminal of the product as shown in the figure below.

USB Type-C plug

Failure to do so may cause significant damage to 
the product. Damage from incorrect connection is 
out of compensation.

◎◎ If charging with a PC or using the camera function 
or other functions, charging time may increase.
◎◎ If charging does not start for a while even if you 
insert the USB Type-C plug into the USB Type-C 
connection terminal, make sure whether the 
connection is correct. If the product still does not 
charge, disconnect the USB Type-C plug from 
the USB Type-C connection terminal and contact 
an au shop or the Repair and Delivery Support 
Center.
◎◎  appears on the status bar during charging the 
product. 
When charging is finished,  appears on the 
status bar.
◎◎ If the screen turns off during charging, press  
(Side key) to display the lock screen. "Charging: 
XX%" is displayed on the screen so you can 
check charge status. Also, if charging finished, 
"Fully charged" is displayed on the lock screen 
and  is displayed on the status bar.
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Charging with the AC adapter
Requires the specified AC adapter (sold separately). 
The following describes how to charge the internal 
battery using the TypeC Common AC Adapter 02 
(sold separately).

a	Insert the power plug of the TypeC 
Common AC Adapter 02 (sold 
separately) into the AC 100 V outlet

b	With the engraved side up, insert 
the USB Type-C plug of the TypeC 
Common AC Adapter 02 (sold 
separately) straight into the external 
connection terminal of the product

c	When the charging is finished, pull 
the USB Type-C plug of the TypeC 
Common AC Adapter 02 (sold 
separately) straight out from the

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Turning the Power on/off

a	Press and hold  (Side key) over 2 
seconds
The lock screen is displayed.

b	Swipe the screen up and down, left and 
right to unlock the screen

◎◎ The first time the product turns ON, the initial 
setting screen appears. For details of initial 
setting, refer to "Initial Settings" (uP.27).

◎◎ If the product is unstable or other problems occur, 
start it in "Safe mode" to diagnose the problem. To 
start Safe mode, press  (Side key) for 2 seconds or 
more when power is off, and after au logo disappears, 
continue to press lower side of the volume key.
*	 When Safe mode starts, "Safe mode" appears 

on the lower left corner of the screen.
*	 To terminate Safe mode, restart the product.
*	 Back up any data as necessary before using 

Safe mode.
*	 Any widgets that you create yourself may not 

work correctly.

Initial settings and switching to English 
mode
The first time the product turns on, the initial setting 
screen appears automatically. Follow the onscreen 
instructions to switch to English mode. For details, 
refer to the supplied "Setting Guide".
•	 To change language to use, on the Applications 

screen, [設定 (Settings)] → [一般管理 (General 
management)] → [言語とキーボード (Language and 
input)] → [言語 (Language)] → [言語を追加 (Add 
language)] → select language you want to use → 
[標準に設定 (Set as default)].
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Turning the power off

a	Press and hold  (Side key) over 2 
seconds
The terminal option screen is displayed.

b	[Power off] → [Power off]

Force restarting

a	Press and hold  (Side key) and lower 
side of volume key simultaneously for 
over 7 seconds

◎◎ Note that as this is a force restart, some data or 
settings may be lost.
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Locking the Screen / Canceling 
the Screen Lock

Locking the screen
If the screen lock is set, the screen turns off to 
prevent the keys or touch panel from erroneous 
operation. 
If no operation is made during certain period of time, 
the screen of the product automatically turns off and 
is locked in approximately 5 seconds.
•	 When you carry in your bag to put the product, 

prevent erroneous, please set the screen lock 
always. Also, please do not press  (Side key) of the 
product in such a bag.

a	While the screen is on, press  (Side 
key)
Screen turns off and screen lock activates.

Canceling the screen lock

a	While the screen is off, press  (Side 
key)
The lock screen is displayed.

b	Swipe the screen up and down, left and 
right to unlock the screen
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Use Earphones
Connect and use the AKG Tuning High-quality 
Earphone with Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample).
•	 Other than AKG Tuning High-quality Earphone with 

Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample) may not be 
compatible with this product.

Using AKG Tuning High-quality Earphone 
with Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample)
a	Connect the connection plug of the 

AKG Tuning High-quality Earphone with 
Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample) to 
the external connection terminal of the

◎◎ You can perform the following operations by 
pressing the switch of the AKG Tuning High-quality 
Earphone with Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample).
-- Press the switch : Play/Pause the music in 
the "Play Music" application. You also can 
answer/end an incoming call.

-- Hold the switch for more than one second : 
Google searching is available.

◎◎ The AKG Tuning High-quality Earphone with 
Microphone (USB Type-C) (sample) is the 
dedicated product that supports the digital 
output of this product. The AKG Tuning High-
quality Earphone with Microphone (USB Type-C) 
(sample) may not support other than this product.
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Taking out S Pen
Push the S Pen to take it out.

•	 The knock part of the S Pen is a push button 
switch, so to remove the S Pen, push it inward until 
it pops out, and then slide the S Pen out the rest of 
the way. 

•	 When removing the S Pen, make sure to pull it 
straight out.

•	 When you insert the S Pen into the slot, slide it all 
the way in and push the S Pen knock part once. 
Then check that it is not sticking out at all. 

Replacing Tip of S Pen

■■ Replacing tip of S Pen
Tip of S Pen is replaceable. When it is missing or 
scraped, replace pen tip with new one using the 
supplied pen tip replacement kit.

a	Firmly grab the pen tip with tweezers 
and pluck

Tweezers

b	Insert new pen tip until it sounds "click"
Pen tip
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◎◎ Do not let your finger caught between tweezers 
and pen tip.
◎◎ Do not use old pen tip. Doing so may cause 
malfunction.
◎◎ Do not put excessive force when inserting pen 
tip.
◎◎ Do not put the pointed side of pen tip into S Pen. 
Doing so may damages S Pen and the main unit.
◎◎ The pen tip of the pen tip replacement has two 
different types pen tip according to the material 
of feeling at input. One is the hard type pen tip (for 
replacement), the other one is the soft type pen 
tip (for replacement).
◎◎ After charging the battery, it gradually discharges, 
even if you do not use S Pen. If you do not use S 
Pen for a long time, you should charge the battery 
as the internal battery may have discharged. 
When S Pen is inserted in this product, it will be 
charged.
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Initial Settings
When turns ON the product for the first time, the 
initial setting screen appears automatically. Follow 
the guidance to make the settings.
*	 Depending on the settings, setting contents and displays

■■ Emergency call location notification
If you make an emergency call to the police, fire 
station or Regional Coast Guard Headquarters, your 
current location (GPS information) will be transmitted 
to the agency receiving the emergency call.
•	 In this section, the police (110), fire station (119) 

and Regional Coast Guard Headquarters (118) 
are collectively referred to as the emergency call 
receiving agency.

•	 Use au's VoLTE (LTE network) to connect to Japanese 
emergency services. You cannot use 3G (call 
switching network) to connect to emergency services.

•	 This feature may not yet be available at some 
emergency call receiving agencies.

•	 If you add "184" before the emergency call number 
110/119/118, the emergency call receiving 
agency will not be notified of your location and 
phone number.

•	 In places where signal reception from GPS 
satellites or a base station is relatively poor, such 
as in an underground mall, inside a building or 
behind a tall building, the emergency call receiving 
agency may be notified of some other place 
different from your actual location.

•	 When GPS cannot be used to notify of your 
location, base station signal is used instead.
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•	 When making an emergency call to emergency 
services, always confirm where you are, and tell 
them your exact location on the phone. Note that 
depending on the area where you are calling, your 
call may not be connected to the agency having 
jurisdiction over that area.

•	 If the emergency call receiving agency determines 
that human lives and health are in danger, they will 
be able to acquire the caller's location information 
during the call or within a certain period of time 
after the call.

•	 If you make an emergency call with call reject set, 
the call reject setting is automatically turned off so 
that the emergency services can contact you.
